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Art Scholarships are awarded to persons with outstanding talent in Art, Fashion Design, Dance, Instrumental Music, Vocal Music, Photography, Technical Theatre, Theatre or the Visual Arts and any other art field in all its forms, to assist them continue the growth and development of their talents.
Applicants are required to demonstrate that they have achieved the highest New Zealand honour available in their chosen field and that the activity or event for which the scholarship application applies will provide a very clear opportunity for them to improve their skills in their chosen pursuit.   

Applicant must be: 
Primarily a resident of Invercargill and a New Zealand citizen. Consideration will be given to those who :

1)
intend leaving Invercargill to further their art field,  or who at present are undertaking study in their chosen field, but Invercargill is still their residence and whose family still resides in Invercargill;  and

2) Has been accepted into a recognised school in the performing, literary or visual arts, intending to study in an art field either in NZ or overseas.  (Documented enrollment must be provided with the application).  

3) Or - developing their talents at studios etc, with a mentor/established artist.
Applicant shall provide the following information:

· Applicant shall submit a portfolio of their works and/or achievements to date (or performance DVD or CD or video).  Exception: A photograph may be substituted for a fragile work of art or a DVD or CD or video of performance is acceptable.

· Applicant shall submit a written statement of desire and commitment to art, listing any art related activities or awards received, and any exhibits or festivals participated in. 
· A letter of recommendation from the art teacher commenting on the student's art ability, creativity, technical skill, and commitment must be submitted with application. 

· Application to be submitted prior to the commencement of the reason for the scholarship application, i.e. no retrospective funding can be provided.
The scholarship application, where applicable, is to be submitted through a local not-for-profit organisation.  If this is not possible then applications will be considered from individuals.

The ILT Foundation Board will make its decision on the basis of both artistic ability and potential, and the suitability of the proposed program of study.

The amount of the scholarship is to be determined by the ILT Foundation Trustees.

The Scholarship funding is deemed to apply to the total study period applied for, for the particular activity by the individual.

An applicant may apply more than once.
Payment of Scholarship:

Scholarship funding will be made available to the recipient prior to the commencement of the period for which the scholarship has been awarded, on an annual basis.

SUMMARY:

What is an ILT Foundation Art/Cultural Scholarship?

An ILT Foundation Art/Cultural Scholarship is a financial aid award for an individual student scholar, for the purpose of furthering their education, growth and development in their particular field, i.e.

1. Further study in your particular art field, with a record of art excellence, in either New Zealand or overseas;   but must be selected or offered a position in a recognised institution; or with established tutors/artists.
or

2. Available to a graduate with a record of academic excellence and the proven ability to complete post-graduate studies in either New Zealand or overseas.
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REQUEST OF SCHOLARSHIP RECIPIENT:
a)
On returning to New Zealand the scholarship recipient may have agreed to provide workshops/training sessions, school visits and/or talks with community groups free of charge for a specified period of time.  This will be discussed with each applicant on a case by case basis.
b)
The successful applicant may be requested to provide their work for exhibition for the Invercargill public.

SCHOLARSHIP CONDITIONS:
It is intended that the scholarship funds be used towards travel, including overseas travel, accommodation, living expenses, course fees and art materials required for the course of study. The scholarship is payable at the commencement of the program of study.   Receipts for expenditure must be kept and given to the ILT Foundation for the scholarship funding accountability.

At the end of the scholarship period, but in a timely manner, provide a written report to the 
ILT Foundation.
